and Interpretive Naming

Things you need to know about your skaters Program Music CD’s:
· Make sure your CD works as soon as you receive it.  
· One Program Music CD will be made for you by the coaches.  As soon as you receive the CD(s), rip the song(s) to your computers music program.  From this, make at least ONE copy so you are able to take two CDs to competitions and out of club test days.  *All competitions will request 2 copies of program music.* I suggest you make an extra CD to be kept in the skate bag at all times.  You may also want to place the music on an Ipod but do not use an Ipod as a back up music source for competitions. 

·  Information that should be on the front of your CD: 

· Skaters name 

· ‘Okotoks Skating Club’ 

· Music time 

· What music it is – Freeskate/Interpretive/Skills 

· Name of Interpretive
