Test Level/Competitive Registration Form and Required Information 2010/2011

Senior, Intermediate, Junior Skater Designations, Ice Purchase and Volunteer Requirements

a) Skaters registering in the Senior Program must have passed their full Senior Bronze or Juvenile Competitive Freeskate Programs.

b) Skaters registering in the Intermediate Program must have passed their Full Preliminary Freeskate, Dance and Skills.

c) Senior skaters purchasing MORE than 3.00 hours of ice are required to purchase the Thursday morning (6:30 am — 8:00 am) ice.

d) Junior skaters purchasing Monday and/or Thursday are required to purchase Friday or Sunday ice.

e) Each Intermediate and Senior skater is required to volunteer as a PROGRAM ASSISTANT and attend any and all training
sessions provided by the club. Your registration form will contain days that are available for PA’s and you must select the day(s)
that work with your schedule. It is expected that skaters will volunteer approximately once per month.

f)  Wednesday 4-5 ice is available to those senior and intermediate skaters purchasing full packages only.

g) The OSC Board reserves the right to designate a skater(s) into another program based on the amount of skaters required to
balance all ice sessions.

h) All ice sessions commence August 30, 2010 except Junior Monday and Thursday which will begin October 4, 2010. Pick up will
be available on intermediate ice Tuesday and Thursday for those who have a partial preliminary freeskate.

Off Ice

Off Ice is mandatory for all senior and intermediate skaters and is scheduled Mondays 5:15 — 5:45 pm commencing Monday August
30, 2010 and Tuesdays 5:30 — 6:00 pm commencing Tuesday October 12, 2010. The off ice program runs through Tuesday March 15,
2011. Full Package Junior skaters will have off ice on Thursday from 6:00-6:15 and have the option of purchasing Tuesday off ice
from 5:30-6:00 for a fee of $37.50.

Ice Schedule
The disciplines set out on the attached ice schedule may vary at the discretion of the OSC board and coaching team.

Pick Up Policy

a) OSC Members shall pay $15.00 per hour for pick up ice.

b) Out of club members shall pay $20.00 per hour and is limited to single skaters.
c) The pick up fee MUST be paid prior to the skater entering the ice.

Okotoks Skating Club Refund Policy

Cancellation of a registration for a test/competitive skater will only be done for medical reasons and the request must be in WRITING
with a PHYSICIAN'S medical note attached. Refunds are not made for partial months so if a refund is granted by the board, the
refund is done on by prorated calculation including the total cost of the registration less the Skate Canada registration fee and any
administration costs paid, including, without limited the generality of the foregoing, late registration fee, administration fee and this
is divided by the 8 months of the fall/winter skating season. The refund will be the next subsequent month of the request forward.

Payment Policy 2010/2011

a) Inorder to receive the 10% discount on your registration fee, payment must be made in full PRIOR to August 15, 2010.

b) If paying by post dated cheques, payment must be the 1% of the 15™ of the given month and no more than 8 post dated cheques
may be provided. Payment of all registration fees must be made in full no later than April 15, 2011.

c) This is both a Casino and competition hosting year and members are required to provide 3 posted - Competition Cheque dated
March 1, 2011 - Music Cheque dated April 1, 2011 - Casino Cheque dated January 1, 2011.

Returned Cheque Policy
A charge of $32.00 will be payable for any payments returned from your bank due to non-sufficient funds or stop payment. The
delinquent amount together with the $32.00 fee must be provided to the club in the form of cash, bank draft or certified cheque.

Program Cancellation
The Okotoks Skating Club reserves the right to cancel programs due to insufficient registration.
